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A lineal descendant– someone who can prove a “direct or collateral genealogical
connection to certain native Hawaiian skeletal remains” (HAR § 13-300-2).
A cultural descendant– someone who can prove they have “genealogical
connections to Native Hawaiian ancestors who once resided or are buried or both,
in the same ahupuaʻa or district” in which the iwi are located or originated from
(HAR § 13-300-2).

When public notices have been issued describing the discovery of iwi kūpuna, or the
potential for the disturbance of iwi kūpuna
At any point in time, independent of any construction project(s), for areas where
burials are known

This guide is designed to assist you in the process for filing claims for lineal and cultural
descendancy to iwi kūpuna. 

 
Descendancy claims are filed when you want to establish your connection to a decedent
as either:

Descendancy claims may be filed on any of the following occasions:

Note that filing a descendancy claim is different from filing a burial registration, which is
done for the purpose of documenting a burial site, whereas descendancy claims are filed
to establish recognition of your relationship to the kupuna/kūpuna buried at a burial
site.
